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Abstract

207 students of teachers’ schools were surveyed by means of "Read-Dag” tests and
interviews. 15.5% of them received general education in the capital, 30% in provincial
centers, and 54.6% in Sumatra. 35.7% of students’ reading comprehension ability
is adequate (source-centered reader or when using information based on previous
knowledge, while understanding ideas, generalize, make distinctions, analyze content
and structure, develop and explain main ideas), 52.2% is average (author-centered the
reader or repeating what the author said), 12.1% are at an insufficient level (reading
techniques mastered). Considering the location, the reading comprehension ability of
students who received general education in the capital (2.41%) is higher than that of
students who received general education in the center of sum (2.20%) and provinces
(2.21%), while the average of students who received general education in the capital
(2.956), It is lower than the average of students who received general education in
the province and Sumatra. In addition, students with good reading comprehension
ability have higher GPA, and there is a strong correlation between GPA and reading
comprehension level (r=0.468). In order to develop the reading comprehension skills
of the students, it was considered that one of the solutions to support their development
is to develop and implement a curriculum for elective study of "Reading Strategies”.
